You may have missed it in the rush of news,
but there was actually a report that
someone in Pakistan had published in a
newspaper an offer of a reward to anyone
who killed an American, any American.

So an Australian dentist wrote the following
to let everyone know what an American is,
so they would know when they found one:

An American is English, or French, or
Italian, Irish, German, Spanish, Polish,
Russian or Greek. An American may also be
Canadian, Mexican,  African, Indian,
Chinese, Japanese, Korean, Australian,
Iranian, Asian, or Arab, or Pakistani, or
Afghan. An American may also be a
Cherokee, Osage, Blackfoot, Navaho,
Apache, Seminole or one of the many other
tribes known as native Americans.

An American is Christian, or he could be
Jewish, or Buddhist, or Muslim. In fact,
there are more Muslims in America than in
Afghanistan. The only difference is that in
America they are free to worship as each of
them chooses.

An American is also free to believe in no
religion. For that he will answer only to
God, not to the government, or to armed
thugs claiming to speak for the government
and for God.

An American is from the most prosperous
land in the history of the world. The root of
that prosperity can be found in the
Declaration of  Independence, which
recognizes the God given right of each
person the pursuit of happiness.

An American is generous. Americans have
helped out just about every other nation in
the world in their time of need.

When Afghanistan was overrun by the
Soviet army 20 years ago, Americans came
with arms and supplies to enable the people
to win back their country. As of the morning
of September 11, Americans had given
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more than any other nation to the poor in
Afghanistan.

But they also
welcome the least.

The national symbol of America, The Statue
of Liberty, welcomes your tired and your
poor, the wretched refuse of your teeming
shores, the homeless, tempest tossed.

I've
been told that the World Trade Center
victims were from at Ileast 30 other
countries, cultures, and first languages,
including those that aided and abetted the
terrorists.

So did General Tojo, and
Stalin, and Mao Tse-Tung, and every
bloodthirsty tyrant in the history of the
world.

Legislative Report

Hot Button Issues - National

* DOA-- the Dems’ supplemental funding bill--as
announced the President vetoed it--Pres. Bush
has for some weeks been asking the Dems to
come to the White House to discuss a
reasonable bill--hold fast Mr. President, Pelosi
and Reid are playing a 2008 game. Their
strategy, they admit, is to gain seats in the
next election.

*  Our two border agents who have been
sentenced to 12 yrs in prison for supposedly
using force to capture an illegal are gaining
some attention to be pardoned--Congress is
listening. Rep. Duncan Hunter (CA-52)
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introduced the Congressional Pardon
(HR563)--it currently has 96 co-sponsors we (
the MRW) have been supporting an effort to
free them--I will continue to follow this and
let you know what happens. The liberals
are in charge here, once again defending the
criminals.

* Speaking of protecting criminals and special
favors for the wrong class of people--the US
House approved a hate crimes law. It was
approved 237-180--Congressman Howard
Coble voted against the bill stating that “it
could have the effect of criminalizing
religious or political beliefs. Right on
Congressman Coble--it now goes to the
Senate.

* Congressmen Coble also voted NO on a bill
that would increase the size of the US House
to 437 by granting the District of Columbia a
full vote in the chamber and adding another
seat in Utah. The bill passed and now goes to
the Senate. Pelosi just wants more votes.

Hot Button Issues - State

2007 proposed legislation to Strengthen Sexual
Predator Laws--Three bills have been introduced-
-they are all to strengthen existing laws and
protect children.

*  HB933--Jessica Lunsford Act for North
Carolina--calls for stricter mandatory
sentencing laws, defines the definition of
first-degree sexual offence, raises from 10 to
30 years registration requirement, and less
time to register when moving into a new
community. It further restricts where felons
can live, requires lifetime GPS monitoring at
the completion of sentence and background
checks on contractual personnel be done by
local school boards before a person is
allowed contact with children or access to
school funds.

Opposition claims that it is too costly--1 guess
the cost outweighs concern for the
protection of children.

e SB 1508 and 1509--Sexual Register/Crimes
Against Nature and Prohibit Sex offender
from Living with Minors. The main sponsor of
these bills is Senator Jean Preston.

* SB 1508 takes some of the loopholes out of
the present bill whereby the sex offender can
plead to sex crime against nature or lesser
crimes that will not require registration.

* SB 1509 prohibits registered sex offenders

from living with minors, unless the minor is a

blood child of the offender and the registered

crime is not committed against that child. The
current law does not explicitly prohibit the
offender from living with children. Currently
both of these bills have been referred to the

Judiciary committee. By the way, Sen. Preston

was the only Republican in 2006 to defeat an
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incumbent Democrat in the NC General Assembly.
She was a 7 term member of the NC House and is
now the only woman serving in the Senate. We
need more Jeans in the Senate.
