Peter and Cheryl are the founders of VSP Books and the creators of Woodrow, the White House Mouse; House Mouse,
Senate Mouse and other bestselling children’s books about civics. They speak, hold book signings and fundraise with
the books frequently at Republican Women events around the nation.

“We are excited about Little Miss Patriot and the opportunity to partner with NFRW on this project,” said Peter Barnes.
“The book is designed to educate young girls about being a Republican Woman and to help recruit the next generation
of NFRW members.”

The book’s story centers on a little girl named Marion (named for NFRW founder Marion Martin), who joins her mother
and grandmother — both proud NFRW members and Republican activists — as they worked hard to support their party,
candidates, community and country. Marion is so inspired by her mom and grandma that she decides to begin her own
career to politics by running for president of her class at school! And she can’t wait to grow up to join the NFRW, too —
and then run for President of the United States as a proud Republican Woman!

Little Miss Patriot will be 32 pages, hardcover and appropriate for girls in grades K-5. The ISBN book number is 1-
893622-20-7 and it will carry a $17.95 suggested retail price at bookstores and on Internet book websites. But as with
all of VSP’s civics books, it will be available for purchase by NFRW members and chapters at 50% off the retail price, or
$8.97 per copy, for resale by chapters and for donation to local schools and libraries. Peter and Cheryl will also be
available for speeches, book signings and fundraisers at Republican women events to promote the books.

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Pinehurst American Solutions Workshop

A workshop sponsored by American Solutions, an organization dedicated to creating a brighter future for America, was held in
the Pinehurst, North Carolina Village Hall on Saturday, September 29" from 1 — 5:30 pm. The workshop in Pinehurst was one
of over 2,000 workshops held all over the country for the purpose of identifying and discussing the problems facing our country
and proposing solutions which will require real changes in our present system of governance.

Although the concept of the American Solutions Day was developed by Newt Gingrich, the topics discussed were nonpartisan
and included presenters of all political persuasions. Newt proposed eliminating the Red versus Blue connotation and replacing
it with Red, White and Blue, which would involve all Americans.

The Pinehurst workshop was made possible by a planning committee chaired by Norma Cappelletti, who served as host for
the Saturday meeting.

Thirty-five people viewed the September 29" program, which included introductory and closing remarks by Newt Gingrich.
The group watched three separate presentations via internet on a large screen. Following each topic’s presentation there was
group discussion at the Pinehurst location, as well as in all other sites, throughout the country. The workshops shown included:

“Enforcement First in the lllegal Immigration Debat e”. Congressman Brian Bilbray of California led the panel discussion,
which highlighted the impact illegal immigration has on local government, what needs to be done at the federal government
level and how to gain operational control of our borders. He was recently appointed the Chairman of the Immigration Reform
Caucus. Congressman Bilbray also led an interaction with audience members to gain their insights on what they think can be
done to stem the tide of illegal immigration.

“The Fair Tax: Saying Goodbye to the Income Tax and  the I.LR.S.” The Fair Tax is a comprehensive proposal that would, if
passed, replace all federal income and payroll based taxes with a simple, revenue-neutral consumption tax. It would eliminate
the current inefficient and complex tax code, encourage economic growth and saving, and ensure that all Americans pay as
much as they choose, when they choose and how they choose. Presenters included Neal Boortz, radio talk show host of the
nationally syndicated Cox Radio Syndication Neal Boortz Show based in Atlanta, Georgia. Boortz has been a Talk Show Host
since 1969. Congressman John Linder represents the Seventh Congressional District of Georgia in the United States House
of Representatives. A former dentist and businessman, Linder came to the House of Representatives in 1992 and has served
in a number of leadership roles during this time.

"Defending America Requires Fixing our Intelligence System” The world events climate is changing rapidly and that
makes it more important than ever that we have a strong, agile intelligence capability. We also need an electorate that is well
informed about what is happening in the world. In this presentation, Porter Goss, former Director of the Central Intelligence
Agency, discusses the challenges we face in making the changes required to protect America's interests. Presenter Porter
Goss served as the Director of the Central Intelligence Agency from September 2004 thru May 2006. Prior to that, he served
as a Member of Congress representing portions of SW Florida for almost 16 years. He was Chairman of the House Permanent
Select Committee on Intelligence from 1997 until his nomination as DCI in August 2004.

LEGISLATION

International

Pakistan elects General Perez Musharraf President--Benazir Bhutto, out of exile, will be PM--Supreme Court of Pakistan will still
have to rule on the eligibility of Musharraf to run while in uniform.

LOST (Laws Of the Sea Treaty) is being proposed by the UN. This means that all seas would be global and the UN would be the
sovereign leader--we must not let this happen--write to the White House and your Senators or call to say that you are against this
treaty.

National

- The Senate passed the Biden Amendment calling for the partition of Iraq into three semiautonomous regions--both Dole and Burr
voted against the amendment--some feel that separating the religious sects into three parts of the country would put a stop to the
religious infighting that is threatening to tear the present government apart--the problem who would get the oil revenue which is in the
North--this is a main sticking point.

- The Supreme Court is back in session and have said that they will take up the following issues: question whether he District of
Columbia’s ban on all weapons is lawful, a ruling on the rights of detainees at Guantanamo should habeas corpus extend to them, a
ruling is requested on the use of lethal injection in death sentences (the question is will the fact that Supreme Court is taking up this
matter stop states from imposing the death penalty during their deliberations) and the court will consider the legality of voter
identification cards.

State

- The National Federation of Republican Women named North Carolina’s former President of the Federation, Martha Jenkins, the
winner of the Ronald Reagan Leadership Award on September 30, 2007 at their 34" biennial convention in Palm Springs, CA.
Congratulations to Martha for receiving this prestigious award.

- The Senate last week confirmed the appointment by George Bush of two North Carolina Judges--Martin Reidinger to serve as US
District Court Judge for the Western District of NC and William Osteen, Jr. to serve as US District Court Judge for the Middle District
of NC--both of these appointments were made in September 2006 and finally approved by the Senate in July 2007--what took so
long?

County

Stage 3 Severe Mandatory Water Restriction Carthage, NC - Moore County Public Utilities requires customers in the following
service areas to reduce water usage by 50% due to lack of rainfall: Pinehurst, Seven Lakes, Love Grove. Pinewild, McLendon
Hills, West End. Stage 2, Moderate Mandatory conservation, was only moderately successful at reaching our goal of a 30%
reduction in water use. Our main source of water, the Middendorf Aquifer, has continued to drop and is now down 3.23 feet since
March 2007. This drop represents about 32% of the operating range of the aquifer. We must prepare for this drought to continue
indefinitely and conserve our remaining water resources. It is now necessary to implement Stage 3 Severe Mandatory
conservation. Customers shall observe the conversation measures in State | and are required to continue observing the mandatory
requirements in Stage Il. The level of the conservation effort shall increase to require the following additional mandatory measures.
No person shall:

- Water or sprinkle any lawn, grass, trees, shrubbery, flowers, golf greens, or vegetable gardens.
Fill any wading pool or swimming pool or replenish any filled pool.
Make nonessential use of water for commercial or public use.
Operate water-cooled air conditioners or other equipment that do not recycle cooling water, except when health and safety are
adversely affected.

- All industrial, manufacturing and commercial enterprises shall reduce consumption with a goal at least of fifty (50%) percent.
Such enterprises shall document the specific efforts they have made to reduce consumption. We appreciate your cooperation
during this period of severe drought conditions. For additional information on ways to conserve water, please contact (910)
