Legislative Report—Linda Jarrett—Legislative Chair 

 

YOU, a member of MRW in good standing, as well as all responsible American Citizens, are facing the most 

critical struggle of our lives -- we all must work hard to, literally, save our Country.  Sound overly dramatic?? 

-- sadly, it is not. 

 

An overview of the most seriously damaging current and upcoming proposed legislation follows: 

-- Health Care Bill:- passed by the Finance Committee; the next step in the long legislative process is that all 

3 Senate individual committee bills are to be combined -- members of this task force will be our upcoming 

targets.  More influence can be exerted during the time a bill is in Committee, than any other.  The ultimate 

outcome of this bill, if passed in its current form, will be the destruction of the finest health care system in 

the world, and, our access to basic care. 

 "Card Check" Bill:  despite the playing field already being slanted in favor of Unions, this bill will make it 

almost impossible for small business owners to prevent unionization.  In turn, when they deny the crippling 

demands of a new union, this bill gives the Fed Gov the power of binding arbitration -- i.e.,  an Labor 

Department representative will arrive and dictate the terms of how that business owner will be allowed to 

run his business; 

"Student Loan" Bill:  has passed the House already, and, essentially gives the Federal Government full 

control of ALL student loans -- a single entity will determine who will be able to go on to college (and, build a 

future) -- unless you have wealthy parents.  There is a rumor that the Senate Committee version will contain 

an additional provision for funding the Department of Education to "commission the writing of curricula" 

for our nation's schools!  And, you thought those videos of elementary school students chanting praises for 

Obama was upsetting! 

"Cap and Trade": it is expected this will be the next major policy push.  Simply put -- the unavoidably 

increased cost of energy production (imposed by  Washington thru fines, taxation, or, the purchase of 

"carbon credits"), will necessarily be passed on to every manufacture of goods, their transporters-to-

market, and, every retailer -- as well as to your personal expenses for heat, gasoline & light.  Literally the 

price of everything you purchase will reflect at least 3 'mark-ups'; your cost of living will skyrocket.  The 

ultimate result? --  a "30% reduction in the USA standard of living", the inability to compete in the world's 

markets, and, NO change in the cyclic variations in climate temperatures! 

 

In summary -- this Administration is NOT attempting to "repair" anything -- whether the target is the Auto 

Industry, the Banking segment of our economy, the Insurance Companies, our Health Care System, or the 

environment.  The actual objective is CONTROL by, and, POWER for, a relatively small "inner circle".  The 



architects of the current onslaught of change of our system do not care that they will destroy our economy, 

remove access to basic health care for most of us, or, fail in affecting the environment .  They know THEY 

will be accepted from the damage to our general standard of living.  The damages predicted to our freedoms 

of speech, religion and from fear does not concern them;  they know they will be the exception due to their 

positions of power.
